we've actually resolved almost 1,500 bugs.

Some of that is bugs that
are existing technical debt

31

that we've gone out and found.

32
00:01:07,650 --> 00:01:09,940
Others are is making
sure that new features

33

get their accessibility built
in before we ship them to you.

34

First, I want to talk a little bit about

35
00:01:14,640 --> 00:01:17,420
the Microsoft Accessibility
Standards and WCAG 2.1

36

and how that fits in.

37

So at Microsoft, we make
sure that all of our products

38

meet all of the major
international standards.

39

This includes the Web Content
Accessibility Guidelines

40
00:01:25,940 --> 00:01:28,566
or WCAG, Section 508 in the US,

41
00:01:28,566 --> 00:01:31,343
as well as the European
accessibility standards.

42

A big core of that,

43
00:01:33,380 --> 00:01:34,213
especially for a product like SharePoint,

44
00:01:34,213 --> 00:01:35,760
which is web based,

45
00:01:35,760 --> 00:01:38,386
is the Web Content Accessibility
Guidelines, or WCAG.

46
00:01:38,386 --> 00:01:42,800
So WCAG 2.0 was formalized
in 2008, and since then,

47
00:01:42,800 --> 00:01:44,098
it's really been one
of the most successful

48
00:01:44,098 --> 00:01:45,873
accessibility standards ever.

49
00:01:45,873 --> 00:01:48,160
Most modern accessibility standards are

50
00:01:48,160 --> 00:01:49,739
actually incorporated into them.

51
00:01:49,739 --> 00:01:52,030
For instance, both the Section 508

52
00:01:52,030 --> 00:01:53,732
and European standards
that I mentioned before

53
00:01:53,732 --> 00:01:57,314
include WCAG 2.0 as
part of their standards.

54
00:01:57,314 --> 00:01:59,710
And recently in 2018,

55
00:01:59,710 --> 00:02:03,900
we had an extension to
WCAG 2.0 called "WCAG 2.1,"

56
00:02:03,900 --> 00:02:06,530
which expands on WCAG
in order to help cover

57
00:02:06,530 --> 00:02:08,753
users with cognitive or
learning disabilities,

58
00:02:08,753 --> 00:02:10,084
users with low vision,

59
00:02:10,084 --> 00:02:13,410
or use cases with mobile
devices and touch screens.

60
00:02:13,410 --> 00:02:16,560
So in WCAG 2.1, a lot of
new standards were added

61
00:02:16,560 --> 00:02:18,720
and we've been doing a
lot of work on SharePoint

62
00:02:18,720 --> 00:02:20,520
to make sure that we
meet these new standards

63
00:02:20,520 --> 00:02:23,520
and are compliant with almost
all of them at this point.

64

Today, we're going to really
focus on two in particular.

65

So Ben is going to talk
about nontext contrast

66
00:02:28,650 --> 00:02:30,450
and how a lot of the work that we've done

67
00:02:30,450 --> 00:02:33,460
in our Fluent design process
has actually helped bring us up

68
00:02:33,460 --> 00:02:36,250
to compliance with the new
requirements in WCAG 2.1.

69
00:02:36,250 --> 00:02:38,970
And Wenvi is going to talk
about the reflow requirement,

70
00:02:38,970 --> 00:02:41,550
which is one of the more
challenging aspects of WCAG 2.1,

71
00:02:41,550 --> 00:02:44,090
and it's something that we're
still actively working on.

72
00:02:44,090 --> 00:02:45,890
And she's going to give you
up to date on the processes

73
00:02:45,890 --> 00:02:47,190
that we've done with that.

74

BEN TRUELOVE: All right.

75

So, James may have pointed
out that SharePoint

76
00:02:52,020 --> 00:02:56,440
is actually fully compliant
when it comes to text contrast,

77
00:02:56,440 --> 00:03:01,290
but in actuality, we found
that it's not quite the case.

78
00:03:01,290 --> 00:03:02,810
So just as a refresher,

79
00:03:02,810 --> 00:03:04,840
I'm going to show you this piece of text.

80
00:03:04,840 --> 00:03:06,470
Many of you may not be able to read this,

81
00:03:06,470 --> 00:03:10,580
and that's because it's
not 4.5 to 1 contrast.

82
00:03:10,580 --> 00:03:14,350
So 4.5 to 1 contrast looks more like this.

83
00:03:14,350 --> 00:03:16,904
And this was a contrast
level that was formulated

84
00:03:16,904 --> 00:03:21,904
to give visibility to people
with moderate to low vision.

85

Now that also would apply to
things like a screen glare

86
00:03:28,245 --> 00:03:33,245
or a bad monitor, or maybe
you have, like, LASIK surgery,

87
00:03:34,250 --> 00:03:35,350
something like that.

88
00:03:35,350 --> 00:03:40,350
So SharePoint today, in terms
of text fits that requirement.

89

The problem we ran into, though,

90
00:03:44,910 --> 00:03:48,200
was it wasn't quite what we expected.

91
00:03:48,200 --> 00:03:49,843
And part of that had to do with the fact

92

that we were using light

93
00:03:51,464 --> 00:03:54,303
and semilight weights in our fonts.

94

Now, zooming in on that piece
of text over your documents,

95
00:03:58,163 --> 00:04:01,900
you'll notice that in effect this text

96
00:04:01,900 --> 00:04:05,680
isn't actually rendering as dark of a gray

97
00:04:05,680 --> 00:04:07,080
as we expected it to be.

98
00:04:07,080 --> 00:04:10,493
And it's effective contrast
was only 2.52 to 1.

99

When we adopted Fluent,

100
00:04:14,090 --> 00:04:16,150
it was a totally different type ramp,

101
00:04:16,150 --> 00:04:21,040
and we eliminated semilight
and light from our typography.

102

And now it's actually
giving an effective contrast

103

that we're expecting.

And this is 11.52 to 1.

105

So even though we were technically working

106

with text contrast, it
wasn't being applied

107

with that typography.

108

So this small improvement
typography allowed us to be

109
00:04:39,270 --> 00:04:43,240
compliant in all of our
cases for all of our texts.

110

So a new requirement
for WCAG was requiring

111
00:04:46,820 --> 00:04:51,230
nontext elements to meet
contrast requirements

112
00:04:51,230 --> 00:04:52,490
of 3 to 1.

113
00:04:52,490 --> 00:04:54,474
I like to call that "visible contrast."

114
00:04:54,474 --> 00:04:56,910
It's a little bit less
than readable contrast,

115
00:04:56,910 --> 00:04:59,370
but it's enough that you
can actually see the text.

116
00:04:59,370 --> 00:05:03,392
And one of the requirements
was to have focus,

117
00:05:03,392 --> 00:05:07,000
be at least 3-to-1 contrast
compared to the rest state

118
00:05:07,000 --> 00:05:09,350
or U shaped to differentiate.

119

So looking at this drop-down
that we used in the past,

120

the only differentiation was color,

121
00:05:13,687 --> 00:05:17,350
and that was a blue and a
gray, and the blue and the gray

122
00:05:17,350 --> 00:05:20,310
were not meeting sufficient contrast.

123

They were about 1.5 to 1,

124
00:05:21,940 --> 00:05:24,640
and you'll notice that
in the lower section

125
00:05:24,640 --> 00:05:28,008
that shows the 100%,
that it's pretty subtle

126
00:05:28,008 --> 00:05:30,750
for a lot of people and
a lot of conditions.

127

For example, turning
up the colorblindness,

128

the blue gets even more subtle.

129

For gray-scale color blindness,

130

you can't even see it.

So what did we do?

border of our drop-downs,

133

our text fields, and our combo boxes

134

to use more than just color

135
00:05:52,570 --> 00:05:55,150
to differentiate between focus and rest.

136
00:05:55,150 --> 00:05:56,540
Now, I'm going to hand it off to Wenvi,

137

and she's going to talk about reflow.

One of the biggest challenge from WCAG 2.1

140
00:06:02,230 --> 00:06:04,965
that we are still working
on is the Reflow criterion,

141
00:06:04,965 --> 00:06:08,755
which enables people
with low vision to read.

142
00:06:08,755 --> 00:06:11,870
This criterion requires web experiences

143
00:06:11,870 --> 00:06:14,400
to support 400% zoom enlargement,

144
00:06:14,400 --> 00:06:16,878
which helps with perception of characters.

145
00:06:16,878 --> 00:06:20,040
It also requires no loss of information

146
00:06:20,040 --> 00:06:23,683
or functionality and no
2-dimensional scrolling.

147
00:06:25,090 --> 00:06:27,240
Let's look at the classic SharePoint site

148
00:06:27,240 --> 00:06:30,453
and see how it does on 400% zoom.

149
00:06:30,453 --> 00:06:32,280
As you can see here,

150
00:06:32,280 --> 00:06:33,880
it is not that easy to consume

151
00:06:33,880 --> 00:06:36,377
the classic page on 400% zoom.

152
00:06:36,377 --> 00:06:40,100
Some of the information is
hidden, and you will be required

153
00:06:40,100 --> 00:06:44,057
to scroll up-down and
left-right to read this page.

154
00:06:44,057 --> 00:06:47,290
So, the criterion suggests
that reflow should happen

155
00:06:47,290 --> 00:06:49,036
when the page is zoomed in.

156
00:06:49,036 --> 00:06:51,700
Reflow is a web development technique

157
00:06:51,700 --> 00:06:53,870
used to make the content of a web page

158
00:06:53,870 --> 00:06:56,845
to adjust according to the
screen size they're viewed in.

159
00:06:56,845 --> 00:07:01,150
Usually, this makes the page
be viewable in both desktop

160
00:07:01,150 --> 00:07:04,040
and mobile web without
loss of information.

161
00:07:04,040 --> 00:07:07,150
Reflow also helps with tracking.

162
00:07:07,150 --> 00:07:09,600
When responsive design is done correctly,

163
00:07:09,600 --> 00:07:12,248
users will only need to
scroll in a direction.

164
00:07:12,248 --> 00:07:16,223
This helps to keep the consumption
experience uninterrupted.

165

Viewing a page on 400%
zoom on 1280 pixels width

166
00:07:22,030 --> 00:07:25,270
shares a similar reflow
experience to viewing the page

167
00:07:25,270 --> 00:07:27,433
on a 320 pixels width.

As a SharePoint user, you
can help make your page

169

to accommodate 400% zoom better

170

by planning the order of your content

171

as how they will appear
in a single column.

172

In SharePoint, we have been
designing our modern experience

173

with responsive design.

several break points.

And the smallest is 320 pixels,
which is for the mobile web.

for our Reflow experience

to work in 320 pixels by
256 pixels aspect ratio.
